The Youth of Oisin 

As the Fianna were one day returning from the chase, a 
beautiful fawn was started, which fled towards their own dun. 
At last all had fallen back, both men and dogs, except Fion and 
his two favourite hounds. Sweeping along a valley-side the 
animal suddenly ceased her flight, and lay down on the smooth 
grass. Fion was amazed at this, but much more when he saw the 
hounds frolic round her, and lick her face and neck and limbs. 
To kill so beautiful and gentle a beast under the circumstances 
was out of the question. She followed him home, playing with 
the hounds, and was housed in Almuin that night. 

When Fion was left alone late on that evening, a woman 
of fair features and rich dress presented herself before him, and 
declared herself the hunted fawn of that day. 'For refusing the 
love of the Danaan Druid, Fear Doirche,' said she, 'I have for 
three years endured the nature and dangers of a wild deer's life 
in a far district of Erinn, which dread 'Geasach' prevents me 
from naming. A pitying slave of the Druid at last revealed to me, 
that if I were once within any fortress owned by the Fians of 
Erinn, his power over me would be at an end. I flew with 
untiring limbs for a day, until I came into the territory of the 
chief of Almuin, and ceased not my flight till Brann and 
Sceoluing of human intellect were the only pursuers on my 
track. With them my life was safe; they knew me to be of a 
nature like to their own.' 
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Some months passed away, during which Fion went forth 
neither to the fight nor to the chase, so lost was he to all his 
former amusements and pursuits, through his deep love for the 
rescued princess. But at last the Loch-Leannach (the 
Scandinavians) were in the bay of the Hill of Oaks (Howth). 
Seven days were the Fians absent, and on the eighth . the chief 
was crossing the plain of Almuin with rapid strides, and 
wondering that his sweet flower was not looking towards him 
from the top of the mound. The dwellers of the fort rushed out 
in joy to greet their chief; but sadness sat on their faces. 'Where 
is the flower of Almuin, the beauteous, the tender Saav?' 'Blame 
not her nor us, 0 father of your people! While the white 
strangers were falling beneath your axe of war, your likeness 
and the likeness of Bran and Sceoluing appeared before the dun, 
and we thought we heard the sweet-sounding Dord Fionn blow 
from your lips the music that makes wounded men and women 
in travail forget their pains. · Saav the good, the beautiful, came 
forth; she flew down the pass; she issued through the gates; she 
would not listen to entreaty or command. 'I must go and meet 
my protector, my love, the father of my unborn infant,' she 
cried, and in a few moments she was rushing into the arms of 
the phantom. Alas! we saw her start back with a scream, and the 
form strike her with a hazel wand. A gentle, slender doe was on 
the plain, where she stood a moment since, and with wild 
yelpings the two hounds chased her from the dun. Thrice, four 
times, she sprang towards the moat, but every time she was 
seized by the throat and pulled away. By your hand, 0 Fion, we 
were not idle. What we have told passed while ten could 
scarcely be counted twice, and by that time we were on the plain 
with glaive, lance, and javelin. Mo chuma! (my sorrow) neither 
was woman, nor hind, nor sorcerer, nor dog to be seen, but we 
still could hear the beating of rapid feet on the hard plain, and 
the howling of dogs. If you were to ask every four of us in which 
quarter the noise was heard, each would name a different one.' 

Fion looked upwards in anguish, and repeatedly struck 
the mail that guarded his breast with his clenched hands. Word 
he spoke none, but retired to his private apartment, and did not 
show himself to his people for the rest of that day, nor till the 
sun rose over the plain of the Liffey next morning. For seven 
years from that time, whenever he was not called with his 
Fianna to make head against the white strangers, he continued 
to explore every remote corner of the land for the beloved Saav; 
and, except in the excitement of the chase or battle, an 
unchanging sadness had possession of him. Nor for seven years 
more did he forget the matchless princess who had shed such 
happiness, fleet as it was, on his life. He never during that time 
took to the chase more than his five favourite hounds - Brann, 
Sceoluing, Lomaire, Brod, and Lomluath - lest he should 
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endanger the life of Saav if his good destiny led him upon her 
track. . 

At the end of the second period, as he and some of his 

knights were hunting on the side of Bengulban, in Sligo, they 
heard a terrible clamour among the dogs, who had got before 
them into a defile. On coming up they found the five hounds of 
Fion in a sort of circle, opposing the furious efforts of their 
companions to seize ~n a stripling of noble features, but entirely 
naked, except for long hair which covered him from head to 
foot. He stood within the circle with no sign of fear on his 
countenance, and, forgetful of his own peril, did nothing but 
gaze on the ,, stately form of the curai as they surrounded the 
dogs. As soon as the fight was stopped, Brann and Sceoluing 
came to the wild youth, and whined and fawned on him, and 
licked him, and seemed as if for the moment they had forgotten 
their master. Fion and the others approached, and laid their 
hands on his head and caressed him, and his wild nature began 
from that hour to be changed. They brought him to their 
hunting sheds, and he ate and drank with them, and soon 
became as one of themselves. Fion, considering his features, and 
seeing in them some reflexion of the sweet countenance of Saav, 
and comparing his apparent age with her disappearance, hoped 
that he was her child, and kept him continually at his side. The 
youth fully returned his affection, and Brann and Sceoluing 
seemed never tired of bounding round him and receiving his 
caresses. His long hair soon disappeared with the use of clothes, 
and as soon as he acquired the gift of speech he gave this 
account of what he remembered:-

He and a hind whom he tenderly loved, and who 
sheltered him and tended him, inhabited a wide park, in which 
were hills, deep valleys, streams, rocks, and dark woods. He 
lived on fruits and roots in summer, and in winter he found 
provisions left in a sheltered cavern. A dark-visaged man came 
at times, and spoke sometimes in soft and tender, sometimes in 

loud and threatening tones, to the hind, but she ever shrunk 
away, and looked at him with fear expressed in face, and limb, 
and attitude. He always departed in great anger. All this time 
there was no way of escaping from this park; where high steep 
cliffs were wanting, there were straight descents of such depth 
as could not be passed with life. The last time he beheld his 
mother, the Fear Doirche had been speaking in soft and harsh 
tones alternately for a long time; but still the hind kept aloof 
from him trembling. At last he struck her with a hazel wand, 
and she was obliged to follow him, still looking back at her son 
and bleating piteously. He made violent efforts to follow her. He 
cried out in rage and sorrow, but had not power to move. He fell 
on the ground insensible, just as he was listening to what he 
supposed the expiring cries of the deer, and when he awoke he 
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found himself on the side of the hill where some days after the 
dogs discovered him. He had searched days and days for the 
inclosure where he had so happily lived, but could discover no 
appearance of cliffs springing up or descending, such as had 
long been so familiar to his eyes. 

This youth received the name of Oisin, and in time he 
became the sweet singer of the Fianna of Erinn. (Kennedy 1866, 
235-9; £each freisin, 1~91, 207-11)

. Is eard a deir se sa reamhra le 'The Story of Dearg': 

1 Ta tagairt shuimiuil ag an gCaimbealach in Popular Tales of the West Highlands don chleir 
a raibh drochmheas acu lena linn fein ar 'eachtradha dfmhaoineacha buaidheartha 
breagacha saoghalta', mar a thug Se6n Carsuell ar scealta ar 'Fhind mhac Cumhaill gona 
Fhianaibh' agus a leitheidi in Foirm na n-Urrnuidheadh tri chead bliain roimhe sin 
(Thomson 1970, 11). Is eard a deir se agus e ag tagairt do litir a chuir Carmichael chuige 
sa bhliain 1861: 

In a letter dated December 9th, the writer of the above able paper gives an 
amusing account of a walk through rain and storm to visit an old dame, 
Catrina nic Mhathain, who is seventy-six, and fully confirms what has been 
said above. She is a capital singer of Ossianic lays, and praises the singing of a 
certain catechist, Donald Maclain ic Eoghain, of whom frequent mention is 
made, and who died many years ago. It was his wont to gather crowds of 
people by chanting these old lays. I have heard the same account of a 
Sutherland reciter. It seems that preachers and missionaries did not formerly 
condemn Gaelic poetry, and the minority who do so now are not of the best 
educated, so far as my experience goes. (1893, 226-7) 

Tugann an sliocht seo a leanas as litir a chuir D. K. Torrie sa bhliain 1861 chuig an 
gCaimbealach Ieargas eile duinn ar an gcaoi a bhfeadfai leas a bhaint as laoithe 
Fiannaiochta le lucht eisteachta a mhealladh le heisteacht le teachtaireacht na mbiobl6irf.

... he himself had a distinct recollection of hearing one Rory M'Queen, commonly 
called Ruairi Ruadh, who was a catechist in this parish, recite poems which can 
be found in MacPherson's. This M'Queen died about thirty years ago at the 
advanced age of eighty. He had a great many of Ossian's poems which_ he ~earned 
when a boy by hearsay, and with which he a~terwards ~sed t? _enterta1;11 his ho~ts 
when travelling from village to village on his catechehcal v1s~ts. A ruece of ~s, 
who now resides at Paible, North Uist, has the same hereditary talent which 
procured her uncle more celebrity than his catechetical acumen. (1893, 201) 
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We are told that Cumhall, Fionn's father, slew the father of 

Dearg mac an Deirg. A prose story tells that Oisein's ,mother 

was daughter of Dearg, and that she was enchanted, wooed, and 

won under the form of a deer. (1872, 107; liomsa an cl6 trom) 

Ni luaitear foinse ar bith leis an sceal pr6is seo. Tagraftear d6 ans sa 

reamhra le 'Laoidh Maodh-Chabir 'us Chamagich': 

The Princess of Lochlann comes to the Feinne for protection. Her 

dress is described. She is followed by a personage who is not 

easy to explain. He seems to be a Greek, and his name is Dearg, 

Mac na Deirga Dasniche. This name is applied to Deer in a 

legend, and Dearg's sister was transformed into a Hind, 
according to another. (128) 

Filleann an Caimbealach ar an abhar seo ans ina phle ar 'The Story 

of Diarmaid'. Caineann se an chaoi ar lamhsaigh James MacPherson bas 

Dhiarmada in Fragments of Ancient Poetry, Collected in the Highlands of 

Scotland, and Translated from the Galic or Erse Language a foilsfodh sa bhliain 

1760: 

... in short, the Story of Diarmaid is traced in topography, 

genealogy, and Gaelic mythology throughout the regions where 

Gaelic is spoken. 'Against the bristles' of the national myth. Mac 

Pherson printed in 1760 fragment VII, at page 31. Ossian tells the 

Son of Alpin that Dermid and Oscar were one. They killed 

Dargo (Goll killed Dearg). Dargo's daughter, who was Oscar's 

grandmother, was loved by both (one was her grandson), but 

she loved Oscar. Dermid politely requests Oscar to pierce his 

bosom. Oscar ignorantly calls his uncle 'Son of Momy,' politely 

refuses, and begs him to wield his sword, and slay him. They 

fight by the steams of Branno, and Dermid dies. Oscar grieves, 

tells a big story to Dargo's daughter, and makes her shoot him 

by stratagem accidentally. They converse awhile, she stabs 

herself, and begs to be buried with Dermid. (Oscar was killed at 

the Battle of Gabhra.) The Deer feed on their graves. Miss Dargo 

was Oiseins's mother, and a woman transformed into deer. The 

story of the ballads is all there; but, like the sun's image on a 

rough sea, it is broken and scattered, changed and altered, so 

that the real shape of it utterly disappears in the reflection of a 

clever but distorted mind. (152)

in some of hi,s notes in connection with his, as yet, unpublished 
translation · of Ossian's poems, that he, in 1858, interviewed at 
Kirivig (?) Callanais, Isle of Lewis, one Murdoch McKay, aged 
96, who recited to him the tale of Ossian being born of a doe; in 
addition to numerous pieces introducing Fionn, Oscar, Caoilte, 
Diarmad, etc. (Forbes 1905, 123)

William Robertson questioned - 'Why was Oisean so called?' 
'I will tell you that.' 'The sister of Conchullin Mac an Dualtaich 

laid spells (geasan) ul?on Fionn that he would marry any female 
creature thathe might chance to meet. Fionn fell in with a deer .... 
Then the dee!' turned to him, and said, "Now I have two. Come here 
again, and you will have a son." Then Fionn put his finger under his 
wisdom tooth, and he knew that the deer was a woman enchanted. 
He came to the place at the time, and found a man child, and he had 
colg an jheidh, deer's hair, upon his temple; and that is why he was 
called Oisein. On the comer of the brow here,' (touching his own 
temple,) because the deer's hair was upon his temple , he was 
called "Comer." That was "Oisein," the son of Fionn. His mother 
was the daughter of the Dualtach, under spells.' From this, Oisein 
was Conchullin's nephew. (137.) 'When Oisein was old, amongst 
the Feinne, and his son was dead, Fionn took care of him. He was 
commander of the world. A pretty woman met Oisein, when he 
was out walking one day, and saluted him warmly, "Will you not 
go one day with your mother?" She said, "You have been long 
enough with the Feinne.'' He went away with her. She opened a 
door in a rock, and they went in. He staid with his mother for a 
week. But these days were so many hundreds of years. He wanted 
to go back to the Feinne. "Since you came here," said his mother, 
"nor Fionn, nor a man of the Feinne, lives." ' 

And here comes a long story, of which part only is in the Ballads 
and Arguments printed above. (1872, 198)

- 'Most of the old men say that Oisein's mother was 
a woman, in the form of a deer. I do not know how it came

about, or how it was, but they say that Fionn was under spells;' 
&c., &c. . 

Scribe. - 'That must be when he fled, after he got his 
wisdom tooth, and slew Arc Dubh, at Eas Ruagh, in Eirinn?' 

Reciter. - 'Yes. When Oisein was born in the mountains, it 

was so that if his mother licked him, as deer lick their calves, he 
was to be a deer, like his mother. If not, he was to be a man, like 

Fionn, his father. She had so much of the deer's nature in her . , 
that she begun to lick the child, and she gave one sweep of her 
tongue to his 'temple. The deer's hair (colg an fheidh) grew on the 

corner of his brow at once. When his mother saw that, she had 

so much of the woman's nature left that she wished her son to 

be a man, she stopped licking him, and he grew up to be a man, 

and they called him "Oisein." (Angle, or corner.) He was the best 
Bard in the world.' 

Scribe. - 'Do you know the song that he made to the deer, 
his mother?' 

Reciter.-.. 'That is Oran Luaidhe, (a fulling song) which the 
women sing now, when they are fulling clothes. A great many 
people can sing that song. That's a woman's: my wife knows it 

better than I do, but she is too old and weak to come here.' After 
some persuasion, sings as much as he knows; and says that 
Carmichael, his neighbour, has got it written. (1872, 198)3 

Chuir an Caimbealach an leagan a bhailigh se 6 Mhac Isaig i gcl6

Here Mac Isaig stopped and said: 'I have no more, but that is 
a long story. When Oisein was out in the Hill the Hind was 

always coming near him, but he would not follow her. He was 
ashamed of his Mother, but he made that song. (198)

A hind was mother to Oisein. His mother was Graidhne, 
Fionn's wife and Oisein's mother) was under spells. Surely it 
was a fairy sweetheart that put her under spells. They (the fairy 
sweethearts) used always to be at that kind of work. It was on a 
pretty little green island, which is called Elian Sandraigh (or 
otherwise on a sea rock - sgier) in Loch-nan-Ceall, in Arasaig, 
that Oisein was born. His mother laid her tongue on him, to lick 
him, above the eyebrow, before he was taken from her. Hair 
grew upon the place where his other put her tongue, and 
because of that they called him 'Oisein' by name. Oisein knew 
that the Feinne wanted to kill her, and he used to warn his 
mother against the hounds, and tell her the gifts of every hound, 
and the might of every hero in the Feinne. It is said that this was 
the first Lay that Oisein ever made, when he was a suckling little 
lad (na phroillleachan beag gille). Graidhne was the first wife 
Fionn had, and mother of Oisein. Oisein was near about as big 
as he would be before Graidhne got free from the spells. He was 
given her warning to beware of the dogs. (199) 
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Thagair Carmichael i n6ta leis faoin meid thuas do shanasaiocht

It is curious that O'Curry in his valuable Lectures on the MSS. 

Materials. of ~ci_e~t Irish !£story, page 304, says: - 'Oisin, a 

word which signifies the little fawn.' There is some similarity 

between this and the Story of Romulus and Remus, the founders 

of Rome, who are said to have been suckled by a she-wolf. (199)

They are applied to the occult power 

which rendered a person invisible to mortal eyes and which 

transformed one object into another. Men and women were 

made invisible, or men were transformed into horses, bulls, or 

stags, while women were transformed into cats, hares, or hinds. 

These transmutations were sometimes voluntary, sometimes 

involuntary. The 'fith-fath' was especially serviceable to hunters, 

warriors, and travellers, rendering them invisible or 

unrecognisable to enemies and to animals. 
Fionn had a fairy sweetheart, a daughter of the people of the 

mounds, but Fionn forsook her and married a daughter of the 

sons of men. The fairy was angry at the slight put upon her, and 

she placed the wife of Fionn under the 'fith-fath' spell in the 

form of a hind of the hill. The wife of Fionn bore a son in the 

island of Sanndraigh in Loch-nan-Ceall in Arasaig. The mother 

possessed so much of the nature of the hind that she licked the 

temple of the child when he was born, but she possessed so 

much of the nature of the woman that she only gave one lick. 
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But h~r like t~e hair of a fawn grew on the part of the temple of 
the child which the tongue of the hind-mother had touched. 

And because of this patch of fawn's hair on his temple the child 
was called 'Oisein,' the fawn. While still a boy Ossian followed 

Fionn and the Feinne to the hunting-hill to chase the mountain 

deer. In the midst of the chase magic mist darker than night 

came down upon the hunters, blinding them from one another 

and from their surrow:i-dings - no one knew where was another 
or where he ;was himself. Hunt-wandering came over Ossian, 

and he wandered wearily alone, and at last found himself in a 

deep green glen surrounded by high blue hills. As he walked 

along he saw a timid hind browsing in a green corrie before 

him. And Ossian thought to himself that he had never seen a 
creature so lovely as this timid hind, and he stood gazing upon 

her with joy. But the spirit of the hunt was strong upon Ossian, 
and the blood of the hunter was hot in his veins, and he drew 

his spear to throw it at the hind. The hind turned and looked at 

Ossian and gazed upon him with her full wistful grey eyes, 
more lovely and alluring than the blue eyes of love. 'Do not hurt 
me, Ossian,' said the hind; 'I am thy mother under the "fith-fath," 

in the form of a hind abroad and in the form of a woman at 

home. Thou art hungry and thirsty and weary. Come thou home 
with me, thou fawn of my heart.' And Ossian accompanied the 
hind step by step till they reached a rock in the base of the hill. 

The hind opened a leaf in a door in the rock where no door 
seemed to be, and she went in, and Ossian went in after her. She 
closed the door-leaf in the rock and there was no appearance of 

a door. And the graceful hind became transformed into a 

beautiful woman, like the lovely woman of the green kirtle and 
the locks of gold. There was light in the bower in the bosom of 
the ben like the light of 'trath-nona la leth an t-samhraidh' -

noontide on midsummer day. Nor was it the light of the sun, 
nor was it the light of the moon, nor was it the light of the star of 

guidance. His mother prepared food and drink and music for 

Ossian. And she placed food in a place of eating for him, and 
she placed drink in a place of drinking for him, and she placed 

music in a place of hearing for him. Ossian took of the food and 
of the drink and of the music till he was full satisfied - his 

seven full satiations. After feasting, Ossian said to his mother, 'I 

am going, mother, to see what Fionn and the Feinne are doing in 
the hunting-hill.' And his mother placed her arm around his 

neck and kissed Ossian with the three kisses of a mother, and 
then she opened the door-leaf in the door of the bower and 

allowed him out. When she closed it there was no appearance of 

a door in the rock. 
Ossian had been feasting on food and drink and music in the 

bower with his mother for the space of three days, as he 
thought, but he had been in the bower for the space of three 
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years_ inste~d. And he made a song, the first song he made, 
warrung his mother against the men and the hounds of the 
Feinne. (Carmichael 1928, 22-3)

The 

lough beneath the hill is called Lough Bran from Fin's cele~rated a~d 

invulnerable grey-hound Bran, which tore up the ground where 1t stand~ m 

pursuit of an enchanted doe which when ne~ly overtaken by Bran sank m~o 

the earth by the power of magic. Bran was m such a rage to overtake this 

enchanted doe that he tore the earth with his paws, just as dogs nowadays 

root up the ground for rats and rabbits. The lake immediately sprang up in 

the place thus made hollow by Bran's gigantic paws. (Luaite in MacNeill 

1962, 149) 
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Ogham inscription is still extant; a noble hart, snow-white, 
whose hoofs and horns shone like gold, was soon started and 
eagerly did the chieftains urge their hounds in pursuit. Hour 
after hour passed on, and still the deer sped on with unabated 
vigour, while one by one hunter and hound dropped exhausted 
from the chace - till none were left but Fuenvicouil and his 
matchless hound, the snow-white Bran; and now, as the sun was 
fast declining, the wo~drous hart reached the cliff over the lake 
whe~e the ruiru: of the old castle now stand. A moment's pause, 
and 1t plunged into the lake, followed almost instantaneously by 
the gallant hound: the moment the deer touched the water it 
vanished, while instead appeared a beautiful lady seated on the 
rippling waves, and as the noble dog rose to the surface from his 
plunge she laid her hand on his head and submerged him for 
ever! and then disappeared. Some relate in addition that she 
inflicted a curse on Fuenvicouil. In memory of the event the cliff 
from which the deer sprang is called 'Craig-a-Bran:' while the 
lake and castle are called by the name of Tiemach Bran,' - 'the 
lordship of Bran,' corrupted in conversation to 'Tir mac Bran.'

Oisin without 
hesitation mounted the white steed, and both travelled over the 
boundless qcean until they _ arrived at a certain great city 
governed by a monstrous giant who had previously carried 
away the daughter of the King of 'CIR nA m-beo (the 
Country of the Living), another of the Paradises of the pagan 
Irish. Oisin killed the wicked giant; and having reached the 
capital of l:1R DA n-05, he married his lady-love. He 
remained here for three hundred years. In the meantime Niamh­
chinn-oir gave birth to two sons and a fair daughter; but Oisin 
having felt a longing desire to revisit his friends, and take a last 
farewell of them, under the impression that he had been absent 
only a few years, so perfect was his happiness, his wife used 
every argument in her power to dissuade him from such a rash 
project, but in vain. She at length consented on his promising 
her not to alight from his horse, under the sever penalty of never 
returning. He visited all the Fenian haunts, but not .one he had 
ever seen met his gaze. The raths and duns of Fenian notoriety 
were all demolished, and the only answer given to his enquiries 
respecting the Fenians was, that such people were once in 
Ireland, but were dead for centuries. On his reaching Gleann an

customs and language, the writer derived much assistance in 
this survey: he is himself a good Latin scholar, and possesses by 
every account, a critical knowledge of the ancient Irish. These 
poetic records have been handed down, from time immemorial, 
by tradition alone, nor is it apparent, whether they ever existed 
here in manuscript. 

A curious evidence of the accuracy of tradition, in 
preserving these remains, may be noticed: two of the poems 
transcribed, namely Deirdri (the Darthula of Macpherson) and 
Tailc, had been already published from southern manuscripts, irt

And old man, named Mulholland, who is 
now the most accurate depository of these poems to be met 
with, continues at .an advanced age to sing them with

m which the•melody is suited to the subject, it is probable that 
the original music is also preserved.

The manner of preserving the accuracy of tradition is singular, 
and worthy of notice. In the winter evenings, a number of 
Seanachies frequently meet together, and recite alternately their 
traditional stories. If any one repeats a passage, which appears 
to another to be incorrect, he is immediately stopped, when each 
gives a reason for his way of reciting the passage, the dispute is 
then referred to a vote of the meeting, and the decision of the 
majority becomes imperative on the subject for the future. This 
plan, aided by the measure of the poetry, and also that of the 
music, may account for the accurate preservation of these 
ancient poems. (Mason 1814, 317-8)

OISIN BORN OF A DOE IN CREMLIN* 

One fine sunny day the seven heavy battalions of Fionn encamped 

at the foot of Murrn, in the land of lakes: the son of Devvra sat on the top 

of a hill, looking over rocks .and cliffs where there were only wild wolves 

and badgers: near; him was Gaul son of Momi. Fifty strong men had 

charge of the ho.iinds in leash: the hounds running at liberty were put 

under care of the hunters of Leinster and of Munster. 

A hawk was making melodious sounds for the children of Ruanan 

who were led by Caoilte: the baying of the hounds in the woods drove the 

deer and wild beasts into the darkest shades and caves of the glens. 

A young doe rose up in the chase: Fionn, the active white-handed 

hero, saw her beauty; he gave vehement chase and took her to be his wife.* 

This lovely doe he shielded from the attack of hounds: he let her escape: 

his eye followed her as she bounded from bush to bush, till she reached 

Cremlin of the woody thickets. 

There the doe remained till I was born amidst the branches, instead 

of a kid: by her side I ran like a kid, sucking my mother's milk, till I was 

seven years old: wild in the woods I ran till I was three times seven years 

old. 

Boomin, the tuneful mother of Fionn, came into the woods to pluck 

berries: she ran to Fionn, and told him that in the thickets she had seen an 

animal like a red, wild man. All the Fenii gathered together, to find out the 

truth of the story which ran from man to man. 

* The scene lies in the west of Mayo: the places where the hounds were stationed, to 
prevent the escape of Oisin, are about the wildest and most beautiful in the whole 
kingdom: in Ogoul and Achil the views of the Atlantic, with its isles and storm-clad cliffs, 
are magnificent; whilst from the ridge of Lenane the rugged mountains, and deep, dark, 
lakes of Connemara are seen to great advantage. 

* Took her to be his wife. The doe is some fair lady bound by enchantment, but able, for a 
' short time only, to appear to her lover in her natural figure. The enchanter in this instance 
permits her offspring to assume the human form: Bran was the daughter of Fionn by a 
lady who came to him as an enchanted hound, but the enchanter threw his spells over 
her as well as over her mother. Oisin was half brother to Bran, who, instinctively, found 
out the relationship when the hounds seized Oisin. 
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To prevent my escape they placed two hounds in Aughavilla, two 
in Aughavalla, two in Aughaghower,* two in Ogoul near the sea, two on 

the ridge of Linane, two on the dizzy heights of Achil, two swift hounds 

on the hill of Tarramud, and at the foot of Binna they placed the son of 

Boovil, with his two swift dogs straining the leash. The melodious voices 

of the hounds roused the stately stags of Barraglanna, does, badgers, and 

boars of the glens ~tole away. At evening's hour they raised the spear to 

stop the chase: they rested their hunting spears on their shoulders: they 
slept in Thauver of ,much people. 

At sunrise next day Fionn, in his hunting dress, followed his 

melodious hounds through the woody glens: they started me and the doe 

my mother: all day they chased us: when the sun went down I was tired: 

the hound Sheeve came up and caught me by the hair of my head: the doe 

left me, alone. Then came Shrocco in strong running, and took a sufficient 

hold of my back: Guntaugh seized me by the left side, and Creautaugh by 

the right: Fuiltaugh held me by the loin, and the hound Verran by the leg. 

Bran came running up, she was only nine months old and not yet strong 

in the chase: when she came up she began to lick my wounds, she was 

kind and gentle, she treated me well. 
Caoilte was the first hunter who came to me; after him all the Fenii; 

they led me by the hand to Fionn. When the son of Cumhal felt the 

strength of the bones of my arms he said, 'These arms and hands are like 

those of the children of Baoisgne." 
Then the Fenii came round in friendship: they brought shears: the 

sheared me from head to foot: they washed me, and put clothing upon me 

in place of the coarse hair which covered me before. Fionn and all the 

Fenii taught me to speak. Thus was I born in Cremlin of the shady 

thickets. 

* Aughaghower. In this place, three miles from Westport, there is a fine round tower, 
covered to the top with ivy of the most luxuriant growth: near to the tower is a holy-well. 
Directly at the base are the ruins of an abbey, very old.
